STAGE

CONTROL AREA FOR STAGE MANAGEMENT, LIGHTING & SOUND

A small raised platform in the corner of the studio provides the control area for the performance. Ideally suits no more than two operators.

MASKING & GAUZES

The Main House has a stock of masking & gauzes. Please contact the Production Manager in advance for availability & suitability.

PERFORMANCE AREA

Performance area of 6M by 6M with a height of 5M

Floor construction
Black Chipboard floor which can be painted. The floor cannot be screwed into.

GET-IN AVAILABILITY
The Get-In is either via the Workshop or via the Gallery Passage & Main House Stage. This is dependant on the production in the Main House.

Workshop Entrance – Single door at right angle to narrow passage

Gallery Passage Get-In Doors 1.98M (High) 2.15M (Wide) 3.00M (Diagonal)
Entrance from Main House Stage to Studio 5.28M (High) 1.13M (Wide)

ACCESS DURING MAIN HOUSE PERFORMANCE
All access to the Studio is via Front of House.

ROOMS

Laundry

Industrial washer, gas dryer, drying cabinet and sink. 
These facilities are shared with the Main House. Arrangements may have to be made with the Wardrobe Supervisor.
Wardrobe

Maintenance room: Ironing table, 2 industrial sewing machines and 1 industrial over-locker.

These facilities are shared with the Main House. Arrangements may have to be made with the Wardrobe Supervisor.
Studio Prop Room

A very small room located in the Studio available for storage of props and as a rest area during the performance. The room also contains the Studio’s power supply, dimmer and amplifier racks.
Main Green Room

The Main Green Room, Coke machine, Hot Water Boiler, Water Cooler gas hob, 2 x microwave & Dishwasher. This Green Room is available to all working at the Theatre Royal.

Smoking Room

There is a room in the dressing room block where smoking is allowed. It is the only place within the Theatre Royal where smoking is permitted.
Dressing Rooms – soon to be revised..
The Theatre Royal has 2 dressing rooms (usually nos. 6 & 7) available for Studio use. These accommodate 8 people, all with showers and incoming telephone via switchboard.
